Firstly our apologies for the late change in venue but we were left with no option regarding available facilities.  We are very grateful to Chelmsford Athletics Stadium and Woodford Green Stadium for arranging for this change to take place.
Just wanted to touch base about a few things.  Please excuse the notes but drowning in paperwork!

Hurdles Fest also at Woodford Green

Our Timetable has changed considerably due to only one Runway -  we have had to cancel 32 athletes plus reserves across LJ & TJ and have to start at 10.00 to get the 4 horizontal comps in on the day.   TT looks tight but we feel it will work with your great guidance and the athletes cooperation.

We have asked Pool A Long Jumpers and all Triple Jumpers to be around the pit area 45 minutes pre their comp in case we can start early and to ensure no long gaps between.   Bear with us here please as this was the best scenario for the athletes.

The track and surrounding areas are completely closed off on Sunday from 06.00 to 18.30 for Ride London so we will not be able to get in to prepare.   Therefore it will be a mad rush on Monday especially as the first event is now at 10.00.  I will be there by 8.00 as will all the Leads.  Could I ask if you are close or arrive early that you “muck in”  - if you see something that needs doing please do it – no need to ask!
